ANCIENT PICTURES CARVED OR ETCHED IN ROCK, TELL
STORIES OF THE ARTISTS' ANCIENT WAYS OF LIFE

Long before the invention of paper, ink or pencils, people created images on rock. Most of the pictures
were carved so that weather would not destroy them. The prehistoric people who lived on, or traveled
through the land that became Scandinavia, were no different than people of today. They recorded with
art, what they knew from life.

Archeologists have put their rock art into two groups: veidekunst (vie-da-kunst) and jordbruksristninger
(yord-bruks-rist-ning-er). Veidekunst, or hunter's art, is from the Stone Age (about 4,000 to 1100 years
ago). It 1s mostly found in Norway's far north. It shows hunters, weapons, hunting symbols, and animals
such as deer, reindeer, moose, bears and wolves. Jordbruksristninger, or farming petroglyphs (rock carv-
ings), are from the Bronze Age and early Iron Age (between 1,700 and 3,800 years ago). Found in Nor-
way's south and southwest, they picture plants, trees, and farming tools, as well as, fish, spirals, and cir-
cles. Some rock art in the south contains groupings of dots that could be star maps of the heavens.

Scientists can only guess at how many different groups of ancient people contributed too Scandinavia's
rock art sites, and exactly when they did so. What we know for sure 1s, just as in other ancient civiliza-
tion, the pre-historic artists of far Northern Europe wanted to leave for the future, a record of their natu-
ral world and activities important in their lives.

The most famous rock art site in Norway 1s along the Alta Fjord, Finnmark. The art work wasn't discov-
ered until the 1960's because the rock was overgrown with lichen and moss. It took archeology workers
many years to carefully uncover more than 3,00 pictures, and they aren't finished yet. The art at this far
north site was made between 2,500 and 6,300 years ago. It contains not only hunting and farming imag-
es, but also images of boats. Traces of red ochre dye, applied by the original .artists or later caretakers,
have been found in some of the carvings. Alta draws so many visitors each year that it has been designat-
ed a UNESCO World Heritage Site with a museum. Red ochre paint has been applied to certain pictures
to make them easier to see.

Recently, archeologists digging in a burial mound in the Trondelag district, uncovered rare petroglyphs
in the Fall of 2010. The carvings, in the shape of foot soles, have only been seen at one other site in
Norway. They are thought to be at least 2,600 years old, from the Bronze Age. Itis yet not known if the
gravesite was placed on top of earlier carvings, or if the carvings and graves are of the same age. There
1s yet another type of rock art called a standing stone which has been found in several of Norway's
counties. Tall, upright, and at least 1,300 years old, they appear to be markers. Archeologists have not
determined their purpose or if their use changed over time. Only continued research will uncover the
mysteries of these rocks. (This article, a rather interesting one for all Ages., was taken from the Vikings
